Married since 1994, Ken Anderson and Rebecca Hall have been performing music
professionally since leaving their New York City office jobs for the hills of New England in
2004. Rebecca learned to sing in church as a child, and was an experienced interpreter
of jazz and blues standards by the time she was in her 20s. Her discovery of roots music
coincided with the reissue of the Harry Smith Anthology of American Folk Musicin 1997,
and inspired her to begin writing in earnest. She soon developed a reputation for
simple, melodic and achingly beautiful songs, stirring modem themes into traditional
song structures: “Hall’s original compositions hark back to the earliest traditions of
acoustic Americana, tracing a sepia-tinged line from the Carter Family to the
contemporary lo-fi classicism of Gillian Welch,” writes Steve Bennet of Acoustic
Magazine.

Ken is an accomplished multi-instrumentalist, who learmed to play drums and organ as
ayoung child, and has since moved on to bass, guitar, mandolin, banjo and harmonica.
He is also a natural harmony singer, and his background in pop music is largely
responsible for Hungrytown’s unique vocal blend. Ken has produced all four of the
duo's CDs, and his tasteful arrangements were soon singled out for praise, “Anderson
has a knack for crafting rich arrangements that don’t clutter things up,” writes Casey
Rea of Seven Days (VT) magazine. When not touring with Rebecca, Ken is often
recording and producing other performers and songwriters in their home studio.

Hungrytown tours the country in the notorious Blue Meanie. This remarkable, fuel
efficient, solar-paneled and, well, blue customized camper van was designed by Ken to
serve as a fully-equipped, four-season home, office, studio and Conestoga wagon for
their instruments and sound system-all in under 22 feet!

Several years ago, Rebecca and Ken began including libraries in their touring
schedule, and have since performed at hundreds, developing a program specifically
tailored to libraries and their patrons. Unique to this presentation is a focus on the
Appalachian and Celtic roots of their songwriting, with the performance of traditional
songs relevant to the development of their style.
Hungrytown'’s live act consists of guitars, mandolin,
banjo, harmonica and plenty of harmony singing.
